.Ilenborough Falls

On Friday, the 24t August
2007, | decided to take a
trip to Ellenborough Falls,
about 40km from
Wingham. It was just one of
those spur of the moment
type trips, which | can now
do again.

| left Gloucester at about
10.00am, heading for Taree
on the Bucketts Way. From
Taree | decided to head to
Wingham and to visit
Wingham Brush 8 which is
an area of remnant
rainforest along the
Manning River.

Apart from the rainforest
itself, the area has quite a
number of Brush Turkeys,
which have built nests
throughout the rainforest
area. In the trees above
there are thousands of
Flying Fox Bats, which make
for a bit of a noisy canopy
cover.

From Wingham Brush |
headed off to Ellenborough
Falls, about 40km away.
Most of the road is sealed,

except for a small 10km
section not far from the
falls. The falls are near a
small town called Elands,
which would be a nice
quiet place to live | reckon.

At Ellenborough Falls there
are some great picnic and
BBQ facilities, as well as a
kiosk that is open on
weekends, public and
school holidays. There are
toilets there as well.

The walks are all accessible
from the car park, with
most of them being fairly
easy, with great views of
the 200m water fall.

The most difficult walk is the
one to the base of the falls.
This walk includes 641 steps,
which is relatively easy to
descend 8i t s the
back up that is difficult.

It was a great return to
bushwalking for me after so
long being away from the
bush.
