I am now back living in 

Bulahdelah, but for how 

long I am not sure. I am 

giving serious thought to 

moving to Tea Gardens or 

Hawks Nest to be closer to 

where I work.  This would 

mean I wouldnõt have to 

be reliant on others to 

actually get from 

Bulahdelah to work.  

Given the rising price of 

petrol, it only seems 

sensible to move to  a 

location where I can walk 

to work and not actually 

need to have a car.  This will 

also mean that I would not 

be loosing money on a car 

in any manner whatsoever 

which has to be a good 

thing.  

So what would happen if I 

wanted to go somewhere ð 

well, then I would go back 

to the car rental option 

that I used to take up from 

time to time. Busways has a 

regular coach service to 

Taree, Newcastle and 

Sydney that I can also hook 

into whenever I need to, 

opening further options for 

travelling.  

So when might such a 

move take place ð well, 

that will probably be 

sometime within the next 

couple of months and 

maybe as soon as the next 

few weeks.  

I would be looking at a 

similar situation to what I 

currently have in 

Bulahdelah (a cabin in a 

caravan park) for several 

months,  before moving 

again to a rental property 

(house/flat) in the Tea 

Gardens/Hawks Nest area

I am finally back at work 

after 3½ months off 

recovering from injuries 

sustained in the car 

accident on the 22 nd  

February 2008. I went back 

to work on Tuesday 10 th 

June 2008.  

So far I have not been 

troubled at work by the 

injuries that continue to 

cause me problems. These 

continuing problem areas 

are both my wrists, my right 

shoulder, right elbow and 

right knee. I a m of course fit 

to work or I wouldnõt be 

there and estimate myself 

to be about 85% fit (based 

on what I expect 100% fit 

now to be ð there is some 

permanent ôdisabilityõ as a 

result of my injuries, 

especially in my right 

shoulder and elbow).  

The good news h as been 

that I have been able to do 

all tasks without being 

seriously bothered by any 

pain or discomfort. In fact 

the most noticeable task 

that has caused me any 

ôdiscomfortõ has been 

driving, with the steering 

wheel movements giving 

me rather odd sensatio ns in 

my wrists and right 

shoulder.  

I have been cleared to 

drive and return to work by 

my doctors, physio and 

various treating brain injury 

specialists.  

Some of my work tasks are 

proving a little ôdemand-

ing,õ in that they require 

strength in my arms, 

shoulders and wrists that I 

currently donõt have, 

though this strength is 

beginning to return, 

especially as I continue 

rehabilitative training 

measures, such as 

resistance training and 

stretching J 

 

Its Worth a Thought  

How  long can the average 

person (let alone those on 

a lesser income) continue 

to be able to drive a car 

with fuel prices rising so 

quickly?

How will the economy be 

looking when people are 

no longer able to get to 

work and other 

commodities rise to cover 

petrol costs (food, etc)?

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ABOVE: View from Redhead  

Passing the Time  
   

 
   

   

 

 

My final week or two 

before moving back to 

Bulahdelah was spent 

doing various things to try 

and pass the time and 

relieve the boredom of still 

not being able to do much. 

One day seemed to roll 

into another and I soon lost 

track of what day it was, 

such was the uninteresting 

nature of the passing days.  

On several occasions I 

went whale spotting with 

my aunt an d her husband, 

though without seeing any 

actual whales. This we did 

at Redhead and 

Newcastle (King Edward 

Park above the Bogey 

Hole). The pictures at right 

show some of what was 

actually seen on these 

ôwhale spottingõ outings. 

When I did get back to 

Bulahd elah it rained 

steadil y for several days, 

which kept m e locked up in 

the cabin with very little to 

amuse me. Thankfully I was 

still able to do some 

unpacking and organizing, 

as well as do some work for 

Truth Reformed Baptist 

Church in India.  

If the weather  is clear this 

coming weekend I am 

hoping to pass some time 

at the Bulahdelah 

Cemetery in order to do 

some further family history 

research. There is also a 

fete at a local school, 

which should prove 

ôabsorbingõ Iõm sure. I may 

even watch ôNational 

Treasure 2õ if I can hire it at 

the local DVD video rental

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Visitors are welcome to pop in and see me at my ôplushõ 

Bulahdelah residence ð I have my own toilet and shower in 

the cabin this time ð which means I donõt need to use the 

communal facilities. There is a spare bed and room should 

you wish to stay for a night or two ð just let me know prior to 

coming so I can se t it up (no great issue). Hopefully Iõll have a 

similar set up should I move to Tea Gardens or Hawks Nest.  

At the moment my postal address is PO Box 32, Bulahdelah, 

NSW, Australia, 2423.  My cabin address is Cabin 17, Mt Alum 

Caravan Park, Pacific Highway, Bulahdelah. The post office is 

a bit of a distance away but well within a reasonable 

distance for an evening stroll, which of course is good for me.  

I have cut down on my Internet allowance for a number of 

reasons, so if I donõt seem to be online as much that would be 

the reason ð though having said that it wonõt be a problem to 

have Outlook running constantly in the background and 

picking up emails as they are sent to me.  

Work continues on the various web sites though I have almost 

reached a point where th ey have reached a ômatureõ point, 

allowing me to have the feeling that they are complete while 

still actually adding new content on an ongoing basis. This has 

taken years of hard work and I am very pleased with the 

result, which is not to say I wonõt be looking at improving them 

on a continuing basis.  

My brother Stephen has now separated from his wife Amanda 

after having endured perpetual problems with her and Iõm 

pleased as punch for him. Do not be quick to say that this is 

bad news or to pass judgment wit hout being privy to the facts 

of the case, for you would be expressing a poorly arrived at 

conclusion and be acting somewhat foolishly. I donõt intend 

to spill out the facts of the case, but I do hope you will be 

satisfied with my assessment of it ð it is a very good thing! 

Stephen has now moved on to bigger and better things in 

another town and I wish him well in them.

were.  

I have also made it easier 

to update the Indian site 

by placing photos from 

Truth into my Flickr 

account, with links to the 

various sets I have created 

for the Truth church. This 

may also have the added 

benefit of exposing th e 

work to a wider field than it 

would normally have.  

In the weeks and months 

ahead I am hoping to look 

at further possible areas of 

ministry in both Ghana and 

India, even though my 

contribution may not be all 

that large in the overall 

scheme of things.  

I am also hoping to have a 

fresh look at the BookAid 

ministry which has yet to 

get going. The idea of 

BookAid was to assist 

need y works with getting 

their hands on worthwhile 

resources, which is 

something I am very keen 

to get going. I am currently 

working  on several projects

I am also hoping to better 

note the location of 

buried/cremated family 

members in the f amily tree 

information that I am 

compiling, as this is 

something that appears to 

be lacking and a source of 

confusion for many in our 

family at the moment. Not 

many people are sure as  to 

where various family 

remains are to be found. I 

am hoping that this w ill 

further improve the 

usefulness of the web site 

for still living family 

members.
