1. WEB SITE UPDATE: 
 
I have recently gone over the entire site yet again making a few littl e adjustments, including the addition of 
a different email address (nrbcpastorkev@yahoo.com.au). Yes another email address. I had just added the 
previous address only to see it no longer able to be used. So now I have updated the site again ti include the 
new email address. 
 
There is obviously still plenty to do on the site, especially in relation to the family tree. This I hope to have 
ready to put on the site no later than early next year - not sure exactly when. There is a heap of work to do 
to it before then. The current tree on the site numbers about 5 000 individuals. The one I'm currently 
working on has about 10 000 already, with quite a few thousand still t o be added. 
 
The big change I've been working on in the last week or so relates to the photo albums. Within the next 
week or so all of the albums should be available for viewing without having to register with Image Station. 
The reason for this is that I'm sick of the advertisements that come along with the photos when they are 
viewed and so they are now being hosted at the same location as the web site itself (or soon will be). 
Already a good number of the photos are available without the need to register with Image Station. 
 
 
2. MAIL GROUPS: 
 
The mail groups continue to be very quiet which is a littl e disappointing. I would have hoped that various 
family members may have joined these and got involved in regular discussion, etc. Does this mean that a lot 
of the Lill ey and Matthews' famili es are behind the times as regards the Internet and Email , etc? I think that 
it probably does from where I sit. Perhaps this will t ake a littl e while longer to take off f or our famili es.  
 
If you have some famili al relationship to the Lill ey or Matthews family, please consider joining The Lill ey 
Family Mail Group or The Matthews Family Mail Group for the purpose of receiving Emails from different 
family members all at the same time and being able to therefore share in a continuing online discussion with 
one another.

If you know of any errors please pass them on, I'd appreciate that 
greatly. I expect to have a written family history together in the future as well , though this may take some 
time to complete. I had wanted to complete a first version by year's end, but this looks increasingly 
unlikely. 
 
If you have any family news, stories, history, photos, etc that may be useful for the site, family history book 
or both, please pass them onto to me. The more the better. 
 
 
4. AUSTRALIAN HISTORY ONLINE: 
 
Work on the various Australian history works is continuing, with the Willi am Dampier project now 
completed. There are several others underway, including the ‘History of New South Wales from the 
Records.'  
 
A visit to the site will also see the large number of Australian history works I hope to add to the site in due 
time. I have acquired several new works to add to the site in due course.
