4. AUSTRALIAN HISTORY ONLINE: 
 
Work on the various Australian history works is continuing, with the Willi am Dampier project now 
completed. There are several others underway, including the `History of New South Wales from the 
Records.'  
 
A visit to the site will also see the large number of Australian history works I hope to add to the site in due 
time.
