Pastor Aleksandrovich informs me that he often travels aroundthe durches passng on
Reformed literature. His measures his journeys in thousands of kil ometres visiting the
churches (and thisin a dil apidated vehicle).

Recently Pastor Aleksandrovich travelled through the Irkutsk region d eastern Siberia
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(Rusga). The pastor
with whom he
travelled nov aso
hads and teades the
doctrines of grace A
number of people
appea to have been
saved duing the trip
and he had the
oppatunity to pread
to many people - even
1500 at one time. He
travelled some
4000kn during the
trip. To qude our
brother, spe&ing of the journey and | guessthe vehicle:

“Due to your prays and prays of our churches, we on this trip have overcome more than 4000
kilometers, and the spring by the madine has only once broken. And the God to us has
helped to repair the madine!”

Churches visited duing this trip were in the aty of Tulun, city of Kujtun, city of
Nizhneudinsk, city of Ust@limsk, city of Jangelja, city of Alekseevsk, city of Bratsk and
two vill ages: the settlement Kuvatka and the settlement Kaltuk. The church in Ust'-Ilimsk
isvery smal and reals a pastor.

In the aty of Jangelja, the church (see picture a&owe) is made up d 19 people. 45km
away in the aty of New Igirma there ae some 19 000 gople, bu the dhurch numbers
only 2. The dhurch in New Igirma has a ca that isin poa order, therefore anew vehicle
IS required to assst in the ministry in that region. In Alekseevk there ae some 18
members in the church, while in Kirensk, a dty of 16 000,the church nunbers 2. Here
evangelism is often dore on foot throughou the region, with no \ehicle in winter where
the temperature plummets to abou -60 degrees Celsius.

Though there ae grea needs in the ministry, the work continues on faithfully. Please pray
for the brethren in Eastern Siberia and that the needs might be met.
