GHANA - SHALOM INDIGENOUS FOUNDATION
(BAPTIST MISSON)

Shalom Indigenous Foundition (Baptist Misson) islocated in Africa being led by Pastor
Noah Quarshie andis asociated with the Bible Baptist Church of Ghana. Thisministry is
also listed with the Outpost BookAid programme. Pastor Quarshie describes the ministry
below:

‘The god of our ministry here is to make the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ
known to Ghandans and Africans as a whole. To establish New Testament
Baptist Churches, to provide relief services to the needy. This is accomplished
through Evangelism, Christian Education, Church panting, Youth ministry,
Orphanministry and general relief ministry. The ministry is guided by a Diredor
and anExeaitive Board herein Ghana andn the USA’

The misgon is currently building at its £hod, with work being caried ou on a second
clasgoom. Some $12 000US is gill required to complete the work.

The GraceBaptist Misson haes st up an acourt for doretions to assst in the educaion
of the Quarshie dildren. Deborah Quarshie is twenty and is eking a scholarship at the
Pensamla Christian College. Money sent to assst in Deborah’s education can be sent to



the misson, marked as Deborah Quarshi€’'s shod fees.

ERITREA

In Eritreain natheast Africa, government forces have taken part in the beaing andjaili ng
of around 170Christians. It is believed that some of these people were beaen while
engaged in a Bible Study. Apparently the atad involved leaders of the Orthodox Church
who are oppased to the ‘reforming party’ within the church. There ae moves to try and
squash the emerging independent Charismatic and Penteaostal churches and Christians by
violent means.

GERMANY - FREIE BAPTISTENGEMEINDE (Independent Baptist
Church) OF KIEL - REX AND LESLIE SLATE

The dildren’s club held ead Friday afternoon at 3.00pm continues to attrad children



from both Christian and Islamic badkgrounds. Four of the dhildren have professed faith in
Christ.

Both the dhurch and University ministries have seen various faithful ones move to aher
areas, yet other willi ng workers have moved into the pasitions left vacait. Some new
people have dso begun attending the dhurch.

SOUTH AFRICA - BETHESDA OUTREACH MINISTRIES
HAMMANSKRAAL - RENE AND SONIA EINFELDT

Another house is being prepared at Bethesda Vill age for the orphans, with Rene Einfeldt
invalved in work onthat. The vill age seeks to provide acommodation and aher needs of
orphaned children (espedally due to AIDS), with the view of leading them to Christ. In
other news at Bethesda there ae zoning problems with the new site for avill age.

Current national houseparents at the vill age ae Pastor Elias and Mamitjie Mateni (who
have just taken upthe role) and Jones and Lenah Phago. Christina Motsisi is an asgstant
to the houseparents. Please pray for them in these roles. Fritz and Maselo have now also
joined as houseparents at Bethesda (taking up the role from June 2 - repairs are to be
made to the house they will be using).

Sonia Einfeldt has cut bad her involvement with Bethesdato a cupe of days eat week
in order to pusue outread in the community. She has a number of useful contads andis
developing literature for distribution. Oppartunities have opened upfor Rene to assst in
the evangelisation d several French-speaking people dso. Reneis also working onatrad
that he can hand ou.

The latest news from South Africa has the Muslim dominated government seeking to
outlaw the reading of the Bible, prayer and spe&ing of God in al schods. Please pray
abou this disturbing development.

In a recent outread event to the poa and haneless the padlice raided the meding.
Apparently some were sdlling ill egal homemade brew, bu most were simply poa. The
meding was being held in a field which the padlice set fire to, diving the poa and
homeless off. Needlessto say the meding could na go aheal. Most of the homelesslost
what little possessons they had. A neaby church has provided bankets for these people.
The people still have nowhere to live however.

The Einfeldts are dtending a small church to the north of Pretoria, where Sonia is
playing the piano. They are dso seeking to lean the Tswana language and Sonia is
seeking to tead bah Dorah and Daphe English.



NARROWWAY - SRI LANKAN MINISTRY

| recantly recaved an email in resporse to the Outpast BookAid ministry, which pdnted
me to a similar ministry cdled Narrowway. They seek to sell seaond hand bools in order
to raise money for books in the languages of the peoplein Sri Lanka. The web site for the
ministry is: http://www.narr oway.co.uk/.

The ministry is associated with the Grace Evangelica Church in Colombo, Sri Lanka.
The curch is Reformed Baptist, with three different language speaking congregations -
Tamil, Sinhala and English. There ae aout 100 people & the church.

SIERRA LEONE

Sierra Leonre is predominantly (70%) an Islamic courtry, though Evangelicd Christians
(3%) are dlowed to minister in the urtry. The 5.6 million people enjoy freedom of
religion, bu suffer through the traumas associated with a dvil war, which has kill ed
many thousands snce 1991.Milli ons have been rendered haneless

Nedls in war-torn Sierra Leone include aBible trandation ministry, which was disrupted
by the war and more Biblicd qualified eldersin the churches.

SAN MARINO

San Marinois one of those very small courtriesin Europe. This oneiswithin Italy, with a
popuation d 28 000 people. Most of the popuation is Roman Cathadlic as you would
possble exped.

There is freedom of religion in San Marino. However, evangelisation is frowned uponin
San Marino. There ae no Evangelicd churches in the @untry. Christian missonaries
have been deported for preading in the wurtry.

INDIA - BIBLICAL BAPTIST CHURCH

Pray for the church©s building projed and for the spiritual growth of new converts in the
church. The dhurch has gained a loan enabling them to pu a roof on the new church
meding place The roofing part of the projed is now complete. More funds are still
required to continue the rest of the buil ding projed and to mee loan repayments.

They hope to be living and
working in and around Nairobi. Please pray abou all of this as they wait on the Lord's
will for them.

IRAQ

Though the war in Iraq may be dl but over, there ae still many prayer concerns relating
to Christians. A number of Iragi men are training to fill pastora chargesin the Reformed
churches of Irag. The durch in Basra now has an Iragi pastor after he was trained in
Egypt at the Presbyterian Theologica College.

In Baghdad a Christian recently returned to his rented hane to find hs property on the
stred. The reason? The Muslim landlord had dedded to nolonger rent his property to
Christians. It would seem that Shiite Fundamentalism is the new rising tide in Iraq, with
Chrigtians feaing for their future. Fundamentalist Muslims have drealy killed some
Christians. Thereisnow a cdl for an Islamic repubicin Irag.

JAPAN - BRIAN AND YOKO BROADDUS

Brian and Yoko are aurrently attending Kariuzawa Horizon Chapel while & language
schod. The church is a new church plant by Kikuo and Y uki Nishioka, who are only a
yourg coupe. There ae only a few attending at this dage, so pease pray for the church
asit establishes.

SEYCHELLES

Some 80 000 ople live in the island retion d Seychelles. The 100 @ so islands are
foundin the Indian Ocean, with many of the people profesang Christianity, bu it is
feaed that this is largely a nominal professon d faith (90% are Roman Cathadlic, 5%
Evangelicd). There is freedom of religion in the island retion. There is need for further
missonary enterprise in the Seychell es, espedally the more remote islands.



NEW ZEALAND - WELLINGTON REFORMED FELLOWSHIP

There has been continuing discouraging news from the fellowship in Welli ngton, New
Zedand, with more people having moved away from the dhurch. There is now only ‘two
core oupes remaining in the durch. Please pray for this work, as the future now
appeas grim for the church planting as a @wntinuing concern in this city of some 600 MO
people. Pray to the Lord o the harvest that He might bring in a harvest and also give
diredionto Hisworkersin the fields there.

SAMOA

Samoais an island retion natheast of New Zedand in the Paafic Ocean. The nation hes
apopuation d some 180 000 ople, mostly native to the islands. It is an extremely poar
courtry, relying onforeign aid for survival.

Samoa has freedom of religion with most people professng Christianity of some sort.
However, Mormonism clams ome 35% of the popuation. The dwrch in Samoa is
largely nominal.

Please pray for believers who are seeking to witnessin their communities and for those
that have moved elsewhere & missonaries.

PAPUA NEW GUINEA - UKARUMPA - COLIN AND DIANNE LORD

The Lords are dtempting to lean the trade language known as Tok Pisin in order to
effedively witnessto the people. They are dso considering becoming a suppat coupe
for thosein thefield dang translation work.

It would seam that Dianne Lord might have lost her seventh child that she was pregnant
with as reported in the last prayer letter. She is due in Cairns (Australia) for a medicd
ched uptoday.

ISRAEL - VOICE IN THE WILDERNESS

Through the use of an advertisement in a locd Russan newspaper (remember many
Jewish people returned to Israd from Russa) some 290 resporses were receved in the
towns of Shterot, Ashdodand Beasheva. Voicein the Wildernessis looking at starting a
work in the Shterot area Shterot is often hit by misslesfired by locd Palestinian fighters.
Please pray abou the situationin this town.

SENEGAL

The West African country of Senegal is home to 10.5million people, who are largely
Islamic. However, there is freedom of religion. There ae very few Christians in the
courtry, despite missonary effort. Some 4% of the popuation are Roman Cathdlic, with
90% being Muslim.

In recent times there have been severa Bible trandations made avail able for severa of
the language groups in Senegal. Bible Schods have been set up and some indigenous
people ae now training for ministry in the wurtry. However, large aeas of the courntry
have still not been readied with the gospel.

PHILIPANES - CUBAO REFORMED BAPTIST CHURCH

The Cubao church is continuing to grow with several having beaome members or soonto
become members in recent times. Part of the outreat at Cubao is dred medings on
Saturday afternoors amed at reading the dnildren. These medings occur at Benitez St in
Cubao and Agham Road. Also new Bible Studies may soon kegin at Benitez Stred and
Miami Stred, bath near Cubao.

Grace Ministerial Academy is also growing with some 43 students currently enroll ed,

many having left alarge Penteaostal denomination. Among the studentsis Ronald Santos,
who was the diredor of the Pentecostal Coll ege.

PHILIPANES - MOONWALK - STEVE HOFMAIER
At the Moorwalk church pestored by Steve Hofmaier, the dhurch continues to grow, with
a oupe of people recaitly joining the membership of the church, including his n

Andrew.

The recent Vacaion Bible Schod was well attended by the dildren of the aea In June
the dhurch beginsitsfirst full semester in its ministerial training programme.

The dders of Moonwalk have bean invalved with a work of reformation at the Molino



GraceBible Church. The pastor at Molino is Boy Dadula, who hes led the dhurch from
Pentecaostalism to Calvinism.

SLOVAKIA

The former Czechoslovakian repulic enjoys freedom of religion, bu its yeas as part of
the communist block have left few Evangelicds (lessthan 2%) in the courntry. Some 60%
of the 5.5 million people ae nominal Roman Cathdlics. There is clealy a need for more
missonary adivity and Biblicd literature in the wurtry.

SPAIN - GANDIA - IGLESIA BAUTISTA EMANUEL (Emanuel Baptist
Church)

The Emanuel Baptist Church is hoping to condwct open-air medings in the neaby park,
as many Spanish people go for walks in it during the warmer months. Please pray abou
this outread eff ort.

Recently a number of brethren were baptised, Fernando from Colombia, Angel and
Caridad from Cuba, and Rosa who is Spanish. The pastor is Francesco Rede, and hs
wifeis Luciana

SAUDI ARABIA

Saud Arabiaisin some ways a terrible placeif you are aChristian. In this courtry only
Islam is allowed and Christians med together in fea, for they face &eaution. 23million
people live in the @wurtry. Some think that there may be several thousand Christians in
Saud Arabia, bu these ae mainly among the foreign workers who have gone to the
courtry to work. These dso are not allowed to pradice Christianity. The only methods
currently avail able to reat Saudis is via radio and television kroadcast from outside of
the courtry.

Christians are acively watched by the authorities and warned na to attend the durch that
they are atending. Some foreign nationals have been deported for witnessng in the
courtry.

SINGAPORE

Singapore enjoys freedom of religion, though with evangdlistic limits. 40% of the
popuation are Buddhist and 1% Muslim. There is thought to be d&ou 8% of the
popuationthat can be dassfied as Evangelicd.



Shalom Church in Singapore is the major Reformed Baptist Church in the @urtry, with
the Shalom (Dover) Reformed Baptist Church being a durch pant from Shalom.
