Hindus are becoming 

increasingly opposed to 

Christianity and the 

conversion of Hindus to 

Christianity. Violence 

against Christian interests in 

India is escalating and 

believers are being forced 

to flee their homes.

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Anyone familiar with the Internet and the World Wide Web will 

know that there are now seemingly endless resources available 

to those with a computer and Internet access. Be this as it may, 

it is not always easy to locate the best resources or to 

differentiate what is good from what is bad. 

Particularbaptist.com is continuing to try and make available 

as many good Reformed resources as possible (or links to 

them) from our growing resource pool.

Particularbaptist.com is trying to make available as much 

quality out of print Reformed Works as possible via our online 

library. To do this I need copies of expired copyright works that I 

can scan into my computer. Alternatively I need digital copies 

of works that have already been scanned or typed into a 

computer. This all takes time, but more and more works are 

becoming available via the web site, thereby make available 

again these classic works of the Christian faith. 

A work that I am currently putting online is ôThe Rise and 

Progress of Religion in the Soul,õ by Philip Doddridge (1702-

1751). This important work is both an evangelistic tract (be it an 

extremely large one), as well as a work designed to encourage 

the believer to push on in the faith. The work is full of warnings 

against being deceived as to the true state of the soul and 

encouragements to turn from such a state to that of being a 

true believer by the grace of God. 

The work is not yet fully available, though a large portion of the 

book is already online.

The Web Review exists in 

order to recommend and 

review valuable web sites 

on the World Wide Web. 

First up I have chosen the 

SermonAudio.com site at: 

http://www.sermonaudio.c

om/main.asp  

SermonAudio.com provides 

sermons online that are 

available to download, 

generally in the mp3 audio 

format. There is currently 

well over 164 000 sermons 

available online and there 

have been in excess of 20 

million downloaded 

sermons since the ministry 

began. 

SermonAudio.com seeks to 

provide solid Bible 

preaching over the 

Internet, with a large 

number of preachers to 

choose from, including Al 

Martin, Henry Mahan, Iain 

Murray and Ian Paisley.  

The number of available 

sermons is growing all of the 

time and the site is a 

valuable resource for the 

Biblical Christian for 

personal spiritual growth, 

for outreach to unbelievers, 

for churches without 

regular preachers, etc. 

The site provides far more 

than mp3 sermons however 

and a visit to the site is well 

worth your while.  

I regularly visit the site and 

download sermons which I 

put onto CD so that I can 

listen to quality messages in 

my car as I travel to and 

from work J 

The situation in the African 

nation of Nigeria continues 

to deteriorate for Christians. 

Every church in Shira Yana 

(Bauchi State) has been 

destroyed in recent weeks 

and at least 1000 people 

forced from their homes by 

anti-Christian sentiment 

among Muslims. 

Though outlawed in 

Nigeria, Sharia police 

(known as Hisbah) have 

been actively intimidating 

Christians with shows of 

force and violence. 

Christians are being 

arrested and punished, 

church buildings destroyed 

and homes burnt to the 

ground. 

Clearly we need to be 

praying for our brethren in 

Nigeria. 

The Open Doorsõ 2008 

World Watch list has been 

recently released, with 

North Korea being rated as 

the number 1 persecuting 

nation on the planet for the 

sixth year in a row, followed 

by Saudi Arabia, Iran, 

Maldives, Bhutan, Yemen, 

Afghanistan, Laos, 

Uzbekistan and China. 

It is thought that about 150 

000 Christians may be 

imprisoned in North Korea, 

with believers being 

publically executed, 

tortured and imprisoned 

without an end in sight. The 

only worship allowed in 

North Korea is that of the 

dictator Kim Jong and his 

dead father. 

It is interesting that two 

nations heavily supported 

by the United States are 

ranked in the top 10 

persecuting countries ð 

Saudi Arabia at number 2 

and Afghanistan at number 

7. 

In some countries, like 

Vietnam, there appears to 

have been some significant 

decreases in the amount of 

persecution being meted 

out against Christians. 

Please remember to pray 

for believers in these 

countries and not take for 

granted the freedom we 

may have in our own. 

Things can change quickly

The situation in India in 

recent times is one of 

growing opposition to 

Christianity from both 

Hindus and Muslims, 

depending on which area 

of the country you are in. 

Yet there are amazing 

reports of growth in the 

churches, with the number 

of new church plants 

growing all of the time. 

Despite the growing 

opposition, which is 

sometimes quite violent, 

the churches are growing 

throughout India. 

The Biblical Baptist Church 

is praying and thinking 

about the possibility of 

starting a Mobile Bible 

School so that it can reach 

out into some 170 rural, 

interior villages and slums 

surrounding Bhadravati. 

Please pray for Pastor Billa 

Nelson Babu and the 

Biblical Baptist Church. 

Throughout India churches 

are seeking to reach out 

into new areas and plant 

churches as they take the 

gospel to the people of 

India. 

Not far from Hyderabad a 

Bible School found it 

necessary to turn away 

some 60 applicants from a 

Bible School for pastors 

because of a lack of funds. 

The school has about 36 

students. This even though 

the church is crying out for 

more pastors to meet the 

great need of church 

plants without pastors and 

workers ð pray for the 

needed funds so that the 

workers will be available. 

Students are trained at the 

school for about 18 months 

and then do a further 6 

months training under the 

oversight of a pastor in the 

actual work of ministry. 

Another ministry is the 

Reformed Trust.
